Subject: Regarding Fee Concession  

Reference: Letter No. 625 dated 08/01/2021 

 

Sir,  

I request the following report regarding fee concession as per your reference letter. 

Here are the recommendations:- 

1. Any fee concession will be applicable to the remaining fees only after the fees payable to the 

respective University/other affiliated institution and the College Security (refundable) liability.  

2. Before giving benefit to any student in one concessional category then in another will not be 

considered in concessional category. 

3.From members of governing council and teachers working in institution, regular employees  

and on adhoc basis (5years) upto 25% fee concession will be given to one child. 

4. As per the instructions issued by the government from time to time for SC/ST/BC, fee 

concession will be given to the students. Such students will not be considered for concession in 

any other category. 

5. The topper of the university and the topper of the autonomous college from the semester 

securing marks equal to the university topper will have the total fee waived for the next semester 

and the topper student from the annual examination will have the fee for the next year waived off. 

According to this category, up to 75% of the fee will be waived for the student who gets the 

second place. 

6. A student securing more than 95% marks in a semester or an annual from the Board/University 

will have up to 50% fee waiver for the next semester or one year.  

7. Students securing 90 to 95% marks from the Board/University will get a fee concession of up 

to 25%. 

8. 10+2 or Bachelor from Khalsa Institutions running under Khalsa College Charitable Society. 

Fee waiver up to 10% for further admission in Khalsa institutions will be given for the first year. 



9. Fee concession of up to 10% of the fee of one (younger child) in the fee of two siblings. This 

exemption will be given to only one brother or sister of the family. 10 who have secured the first 

place in the class in the university examinations of the college. 

10. The student will get up to 20% fee concession for the next semester or one year. 

11. National/State/CET in any institution 20,000/- (Rs. 10,000/- for first semester and Rs. 

10,000/- for second semester) and Rs. 15,000/- for the first year will be waived for admission in 

level test. 

12. National/State/CET 10% of the first year admission fee of the student appearing in the merit 

list from 01 to 100 and up to 05% of the fee of the student appearing in the merit list from 101 to 

200 will be waived.  

13. Fatherless-cum-needy student fee concession up to 20% will be provided. 

14 Scout activities N.S.S./N.C.C national and state level position holders,  up to 100% & 50% fee 

concession will be given for first year/two semesters respectively.  

15. Fee concession up to 30% of Punjab State or Inter-University position holder students for 

college related cultural activities will be given in the first two semesters of the first year. A fee 

concession of up to 20% will be given to the district or university position holder of  district or 

university in the first year or first two semesters. 

16. 05 to 10 percent fee concession for any financially needy and brilliant student on 

recommendation of the Principal of the concerned institution and with the prior approval of the 

Honorary Secretary. 

Related to Sports 

Category A: International Medalist, A.I.I.U. Medalist 

1. Total Fee Waiver (Excluding University Fee Examinations) 

2. Hostel & Mess charges waived 

3. Diet Rs.4500/- per month to International Player, Rs.3000/- per month to 

National/Intervarsity Medalist (who do not stay in hostel.) 

4. Also equipment and kits as required free of cost. 

Category B: National Medalist, I.I.U. participation 

1. Total Fee Waiver (Excluding University Fee Examinations) 

2. Hostel & Mess charges waived 

3. Diet Rs.2500/- per month (who do not stay in hostel.) 



4. Also equipment and kits as required free of cost. 

Category C: State Inter College Medalist, (A division) 

1. Total Fee Waiver (Excluding University Fee Examinations) 

2. Hostel & Mess charges waived 

3. Diet Rs.1850/- per month (who do not stay in hostel.) 

4. Also equipment and kits as required free of cost. 

5. Those players who do not appear in the examinations will have their diet money/messs till 

31st May. 

6. Those players who do not appear in the examinations will have their diet money/messs till 

31st March. 

Category D: State Participation Inter College Medalist 

1. Total Fee Waiver (Excluding University Fee Examinations) 

2. Hostel & Mess charges waived. 

3. Also equipment and kits as required free of cost. 

Category E: District Medalist/ Inter College Participation (A division) 

1. 50% Fee Waived 

2. Free Hostel college. 

3. Also equipment and kits as required free of cost. 

NOTE: 1. The guidelines issued by the University/Board or other concerned bodies from time to 

time for grant of sports related concession shall be followed. 

2. Concession in fees and other facilities to students related to sports and other activities. It will 

be given according to the performance of the year. 

3 If the sports student does not want to take the university examination, the university fee will be 

exempt from the student. 

4. Sports student admitted on trial basis as per requirement of any team’s with the approval of the 

Principal on the rest of the college fees apart from the university fees concession may be granted. 

5.  Further action will be taken only on the recommendation of the in-charge of sports, cultural
